Come, one and all
to this service as we gather together celebrating the Sacrament of
Holy Communion and Christ’s victorious triumph over sin and death.
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A Message from Pastor

Bob Delker’s family members mourned the day he died, but they also knew others would live now
because of him. Bob had decided to give his body to medicine which meant that people who des-
perately needed donations would receive them. For these people Bob’s death brought new life. A
few received badly needed bone transplants. Some critically injured burn victims received skin
grafts. Corneas from Bob’s eyes allowed two blind people to see.

In all, Bob’s final gift helped thirty-four people. Countless others have been inspired to become or-
gan donors because of Bob’s example. Bob’s death brought new life to many people. Similarly, the

sad news of Jesus’ death meant the possibility of new life for all people everywhere, for Jesus rose

from the dead. But unlike Bob Delker, Jesus didn’t stay dead.

We praise God for new life through the resurrection of Jesus Christ
from the dead. Because of this amazing act of God our lives and faith
are made anew. Because of Jesus’ resurrection we can expect to experi-
ence resurrection in our lives and in the lives of those around us.

The promise of Easter gives us hope in the reality that hard times and
death is not the final answer for us who believe in Jesus. We journey

from despair to hope, from being victims to being victorious. We can
see anew the reality of the verse in Philippians 4:13, “1 can do all things through Christ who gives
me strength.”

Where have you seen new life take place in our world? How does Jesus’ rising from the dead make
a difference in your life? Have you considered listing the ways that Christ’s death has given you
life? New life is springing up all around us as the season of Spring has unfolded. Thanks be to God
for the ability to see, hear, touch, and smell the new life of Spring.

It is my prayer that the promise of Easter gives you hope as we continue to face economic, social,
and spiritual challenges. Let us ever remember, “Every day to us is Easter, with its resurrection
song. When in trouble move the faster to our God who rights the wrong. Alleluia! Alleluia! See the
power of heavenly throngs.”
