In 2009, we not only met our budgetary goal, we unexpectedly exceeded in 
some areas.  The good news is that we paid our  apportionments in full to the Conference and 
we also repaid the Conference for a large amount of unpaid health insurance we  accumulated 
for the year 2008.  The Conference carried us through 2008 by keeping our insurance in place, 
and we were thrilled and surprised that we were able to repay it so quickly. To all of you, thank 
you.
